Council ElecƟons 
 

Councillors Walton, McQuie, and Allison were returned unopposed at the close of 
nominaƟons at 4.00PM on the 7th September, and were declared elected by the 
returning officer. 
 
CongratulaƟons to those Councillors who will now sit as your Council voice for the 
next 4 years.  
 
As you are aware, this year’s elecƟon process was conducted by the West Australian 
Electoral Commission.  
 
The old days of first past the post no longer exist, and Council felt that allowing the 
Electoral Commission to conduct the elecƟon, with their experƟse was the safest 
opƟon.  
 
Changes to the Local Government Act regarding how votes are counted and what 
happens at the conclusion of counƟng should an elected member resign at a date in 
the future, are just a couple of changes, which, when calculated on WAEC soŌware, is 
a relaƟvely easy process. 
 
September Council MeeƟng 
 

The September meeƟng was relaƟvely quiet, with Council reviewing some more 
policies as required under the Local Government Act 1995. Council’s policy manual 
comprises 6 secƟons and Council will review one secƟon each month unƟl the biennial 
review is complete. 
 
The Christmas shutdown will take place from the 20th December unƟl the 2nd January 
2024. 
 
There is sƟll a lot happening behind the scenes as Council conƟnue to look at a 
proposal to make more land available around the town for industrial purposes. 
 
It is expected that an item will be presented to Council in October for formal adopƟon 
regarding this.

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Eagle’s Nest

Below are some beauƟful pictures submiƩed by Margaret. These are photos of an  
Eagle’s nest. You can spot them someƟmes from the edge of the road. 
 
The Wedge-Tailed Eagle is the largest bird of prey in Australia. The maximum reported 
wingspan is 2.84m (9Ō and 4in) and a length of up to 1.06m (3Ō 6in). 
They are also one of the most powerful avian predators.   
 
As per below pictures, they construct a large sƟck nest, normally in the largest tree in 
a stand, and typically lay two eggs, although someƟmes one to four. 
Usually, one or two fledglings tend to disperse widely aŌer a few months.  
 
NesƟng failures are usually aƩributed to human interference such as logging acƟvity 
and other alteraƟons, which both degrade habitats and cause disturbances.  
Eagles are known to be highly sensiƟve to human disturbance at the nest, which may 
lead to abandonment of the young.  
 
Wedge-Tailed Eagles have historically gone through heavy persecuƟons by humans 
through poisoning and shooƟng, due to alleged predaƟon on sheep. The Eagles,  
however, have proven to be excepƟonally resilient and have rebounded to similar or 
even higher than pre-colonizaƟon numbers. This is thanks in part to humans  
inadvertently providing several food sources such as rabbits and large volumes of 
roadkill.

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Jack the Ripper on the Goldfields???

This black hearted Englishman caused mass hysteria in the streets of Perth and  
Melbourne and began with his arrest by two West Australian police troopers at Southern 
Cross for the brutal pick axe murder of his newly wed bride. It brought Perth to a  
standsƟll when five more of his vicƟms were found embedded in cement. It raged on as 
he was tried and hung in Melbourne.  
 

Frederick Bailey Deeming was a monster. Was he also Jack the Ripper? Could he have 
been the mysterious “Mr Lawson” who behaved so strangely the morning two of the  
Ripper’s vicƟms died, the man described in a gypsy woman’s prophesy? 
Deeming was capable of many things, as his life story shows. Youngest of a poor  
Birkenhead family’s seven children, he ran away to sea at 16 and worked as a ships  
steward and roamed the world. By his mid 30’s he had been a bigamist, bankrupt,  
jail-bird, con man and swindler on four conƟnents.  Woman seemed fascinated by his 
piercing blue eyes, his wavy sandy hair, his tales of far off lands and his lavish giŌs of  
diamond rings. 
 

In the English summer of 1891 it became a fatal aƩracƟon as that July Deeming, posing 
as an ‘Army Inspector’, rented Dinham Villa at Rainhill near Liverpool (England). He took a 
fancy at once to his landlord’s daughter, 25 year old Emily Mather. Romance blossomed 
unƟl his abandoned wife Marie turned up unexpectedly from Australia with their four 
children. Deeming managed to pass her off as his sister. Then saying he had to repair the 
villa’s damp floor he bought a pick axe and cement. As his wife and children slept, he 
crept into their room and slit their throats all except for a daughter who he strangled. 
Then he hid the bodies under the floorboards and buried them in cement. A few days  
later Deeming threw a party to announce his engagement to Emily. He danced with the 
unsuspecƟng guests on his family’s graves below.  
 

He married Emily and then took her to Australia. Their ship docked at Melbourne on the 
15th December 1891 and the newlyweds moved into a rented coƩage in Windsor. On 
Christmas Eve Emily died, felled by six blows to the skull from a baƩle-axe before her 
throat was cut. Deeming levered up a hearthstone, stuffed her trussed up corpse into the 
hole and covered it with cement. 
 

In the New Year he sailed for Sydney. On board he met Kate Rounsfell. He proposed to 
the startled girl on the spot, gave her a large diamond ring (torn from the finger of his  
latest vicƟm) and gained a new fiancé. Deeming escorted Kate home to her family and 
said he was heading for the West Australian Goldfields. Kate promised to follow him as 
soon as he found them a house. But Ɵme was running out. In March a new tenant  
inspected the empty coƩage in Windsor. She complained about the objecƟonable 
smell.  The police were called and discovered Emily’s decomposing body under the 
hearth. DetecƟves were soon on the killers trail. It led to a shipping clerk who  
remembered booking a passage to Fremantle for a man calling himself baron Swanston. 
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Victorian police cabled Perth police who discovered Swanston, alias Deeming had stayed 
in a city hotel and leŌ a forwarding address. Telegraphed orders were immediately sent 
to the isolated police post at Southern Cross “Arrest at once” and wire when  
effected.  That morning two constables rode off to the Fraser’s gold mine and arrested 
the new manager. “I’m perfectly innocent, this is all a mistake”, said Deeming before 
seƫng out with his captors in a mail coach on the 320 km journey to Perth. As they jolt-
ed over rough red dirt roads, sensaƟonal news broke out. English police had dug up the 
floor at Dinham Villa and found the bodies of four children and a woman. Kate Rounsfell 
then on her way to Southern Cross was lucky, her sister sent her a telegram.  
 
Hundreds watched at York while he was put into a railway carriage with blacked out  
windows. Perth ground to a halt as 5000 people besieged the staƟon. Fearing a riot  
police transferred Deeming to the East Perth waterside lock-up in a horse and trap.  
 
While Deeming was in his cell a rumour began, he had already confessed to the murders 
of two London prosƟtutes. It reached London where in the nightmare autumn of 1888 
an unknown maniac had slashed the throats of five east end prosƟtutes and muƟlated 
their bodies. “Is the man Jack the Ripper” people wanted to know. A young East End 
dressmaker idenƟfied Deeming from a photograph as a man she had known in 1888 by 
the name of Lawson.  
 
On the night two Ripper vicƟms died they had gone walking in the nearby streets unƟl 
parƟng at 11pm. Next day Deeming appeared very agitated as he read about the double 
murder. PoinƟng to a story that put the murders at just aŌer 1am he exclaimed “Look at 
the Ɵme, I couldn’t have commiƩed them could I?” he disappeared soon aŌer. Scotland 
Yard dismissed the dressmaker’s story, for them the case was closed. Jack the Ripper 
was either dead or in a lunaƟc asylum. Then a South African private detecƟve gave 
Deeming an alibi. He called himself ‘Harry Lawson” during London’s autumn of terror, 
but in a gold swindle thousands of miles away in the Transvaal. 

 
The flood of stories grew, one claimed Deeming believed his mother’s ghost told him to 
kill woman. Deeming stood trial in Melbourne for the wilful murder of Emily Mather. His 
lawyers chose the defence of insanity. It crumbled on the third day when the doctors 
who examined him would not swear he was insane. Deeming made a long speech from 
the dock saying that hysteria whipped up by the press had denied him a fair trial. The 
jury found him guilty and sane. The judge passed sentence of death. Deeming showed 
no emoƟon. The doctors gave evidence that Deeming has confessed in his cell to the last 
two “Ripper” murders and they were convinced he wasn’t lying. 
 
Deeming was led to the gallows the next morning, May 23rd 1892, with his face covered 
by a white hood, his last words were “Lord receive my spirit”  Perhaps Deeming was  
indeed Jack the Ripper or maybe just his double, what do you think? 
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Emergency Response Preparedness 
 
AŌer several years of severe emergency events, this year some WA regions and  
communiƟes will be facing drier condiƟons and potenƟal bushfires and cyclones. 
As the annual disaster season approaches, here are some top Ɵps on how you and 
your loved ones can prepare in case of an emergency. 
 
1. Stay mobile: Keep a charged mobile phone and portable mobile baƩery pack 

ready to use in a power outage, or if your nbn® connecƟon is disrupted in an 
emergency event. Consider turning off cellular data on unnecessary apps to save 
baƩery.  

 
2. Stay updated: Local radio is a good source of informaƟon during an emergency,  
 so include a baƩery powered radio in your emergency communicaƟons kit. Also 
 follow emergency services, including your state Fire and Rescue and Police  
 Services, as well as uƟlity companies and nbn (@NBN_Australia) on social media 
 for updates. 
 
3. Back up: To make sure you can access important informaƟon and essenƟal  
 documents from anywhere, including insurance policies and financial  
 documents, consider creaƟng a digital back up on a USB or in the cloud. 
 
4. Be Prepared: Test residenƟal evacuaƟon and business conƟnuity plans, including 
 considering invesƟng in alternaƟve communicaƟon and power opƟons to keep 
 your business or community group operaƟng – these need to be tried and tested 
 regularly as part of your Business ConƟnuity Plans

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Stellar Stargazing   

October is a great month to be out under the stars! Jupiter and the Moon appear 
together, there’s a meteor shower plus Halloween to celebrate! 
 
A great Ɵme to see Jupiter is aŌer 9.30pm on the 2nd October. Jupiter will rise in the 
north east with the almost full moon rising below it just 10 minutes later.  The pair will be 
bright and stunning!  
 
This year the Orionids Meteor Shower will have almost perfect viewing condiƟons.  
Stargazers can expect to see up to 20 meteors per hour. The Orionids Meteor Shower is 
generated from Halley’s Comet and peaks on the night of the 21st/22nd of October but 
can be viewed several days either side of the peak. The best views will be aŌer 1am when 
the quarter Moon has set and the sky gets darker. 
 
When to look: From midnight/1am to early morning, 21st/22nd October 
Which direcƟon to look: Toward the northern horizon.

Ingredients:  

· 1/4 cup plain flour 
· 1 egg, lightly beaten 
· 1tbsp milk 
· 1/4 cup polenta 
· 1/3 cup dried breadcrumbs 
· 12 chicken tenderloins, trimmed, halved lengthways 
· 24 flaked almonds 
· Olive oil cooking spray 
· Tomato sauce to serve 

 
 

Method: 

· Preheat oven to 200°C . Lightly grease 2 baking trays 

· Place flour on a plate. Whisk egg and milk together in a bowl. Combine polenta and 
breadcrumbs in a small bowl. Place polenta mixture on a plate. Coat chicken, 1 piece 
at a Ɵme, in flour, shaking off excess. Dip into egg mixture, then coat in polenta  

    mixture. Place on prepared trays. 

· Brush 1 end of each chicken finger with remaining egg mixture. Place 1 almond on 
each finger and press down firmly to secure. Spray fingers with oil. 

· Bake, uncovered, for 20 minutes or unƟl golden and cooked  
     through.

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HALLOWEEN - DID YOU KNOW…? 

Candy corn was originally called Chicken Feed 
Created in the 1880s by George Renninger, candy corn was sold to the masses by 
Goelitz ConfecƟonery Company (now Jelly Belly Co.) at the turn of the century.  

Because corn was used for feeding chickens, it was called “Chicken Feed” and the 
box was marked with a colourful rooster. 

Trick-or-TreaƟng comes form ‘souling’ 
The tradiƟon can be traced back to the Middle Ages and the rituals of Samhain. It 
was believed that phantoms walked the earth on the night of Samhain, so people 
would dress up in costumes in an effort to repel the spirits. As the Catholic Church 
started supplanƟng pagan fesƟvals with their own holidays, the act of souling  
became popular, and poor children and adults would go door-to-door dressed as 
spirits accepƟng food in exchange for prayers. 

Des Moines has a hilarious tradiƟon called Beggars’ Night 
The night before Halloween, young children in Des Moines hit the streets for  
Beggars' Night. According to an arƟcle in the Des Moines Register, the event began 
around 1938 as a way to prevent vandalism and give younger children a safer way 
to enjoy Halloween. 
Beggars’ Night is very similar to regular trick-or-treaƟng, except kids are required to 
tell a joke, poem or perform a “trick” for a treat. The best part? The jokes are  
notoriously groan-worthy like, “If April showers bring May flowers, what do May 
flowers bring?”. 

Jack-o’-lantern comes form the Irish legend of SƟngy Jack 
Legend has it that SƟngy Jack invited the devil to have a drink with him, but Jack 
didn’t want to pay for the drink, so he convinced the devil to turn himself into a 

coin. Instead of buying the drink, he pocketed the coin and kept if close to a silver 
cross in this house, prevenƟng the devil from taking shape again. He promised to 

let the devil go as long as he would leave Jack alone for a year, and that if Jack died, 
the devil wouldn’t claim his soul. AŌer a year, Jack tricked the devil again to leave 

him alone and not claim his soul. When Jack died, God didn’t want such a conniving 
person in heaven and the devil, true to his word, would not allow him into hell. 

Jack was sent off into the night with only a burning coal to light his path. He placed 
the coal inside a carved-out turnip and has been roaming the earth ever since.  

People in Ireland and Scotland began creaƟng their own creaƟons of Jack’s lantern 
out of turnips, beets and potatoes. The tradiƟon travelled to the United States 

along with immigrants and people began to use pumpkins, naƟve to North  
America, for the lanterns instead.
