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HISTORY CORNERð An excerpt from the book 

ñSandstoneðfrom Gold to Wool and Back Againò by Sally L Senior 
 

Stations around SandstoneðSouthern, Yuinmery Station continuedé.. 

 

All of the fencing was done by the Lefroy brothers, and some of the well sinking. 

The Lefroys purchased their second bicycle later that first year, second-hand. And the bicycle 

became almost the hallmark of the brothers.  They mustered on them, went to town on them, did 

mill rounds on them, and even visited socially on them.  Ted Lefroy was known to ride to Mt. 

Magnet and back in one day, just to play tennis.  He often rode across to Atley Station to play 

tennis with Robin Black and his partners.  By December 1922, one bicycle had registered 2,253 

miles on itôs speedometer!  Once it had fencing, Yuinmery was in demand as a place to agist 

stock.  As it was close to the township of Youanmi, it agisted camels (18) at 1s6d per week, and 

later several horses from Youanmi. 

The ólocksô (Faeces-encrusted wool) from early shearings was washed on the property, using a 

mixture made from 11/2 pounds of soft soap, a third of a pound of caustic and a little Scrubbs 

ammonia in 100 gallons of waster.  This washed 201/2 hundredweight of wool, which took four 

days to complete.  After washing, the cleaned wool was laid out to dry before baling for sale. 

 

The Lefroys were on the lookout for more sheep, especially ewes.  On 5 June 1923, they re-

ceived a telegram from Twichen, Onslow advising them that there were 2,000 ewes for sale 

there at 8s per head plus 500 extra (free) sheep, but as there were no drovers available, they 

would have to arrange their own droving.  In mid July 1923, Ted Lefroy and some drovers took 

delivery of 2,500 pregnant ewes at Yanyeareddy Station, near Roebourne, and drove them 

through to Yuinmery.  Little was heard of them until word was received that they had reached 

Minnie Creek Station on 24 July.  By 8 August, Ted Lefroy and the sheep were reported to be 

70 miles north-west of Cue.  Bob Lefroy went to meet Ted at Atley on his arrival there on 18 Au-

gust, and continued with him to the end of the drive.  They arrived at Yuinmery on 10 Septem-

ber, the ewes having had 460 lambs on the way, with about 500 more still due to be born.  It 

was truly a very successful droving feat. 

 

That year, they shore fifty two bales of wool.  As they did not have enough fenced country, some 

of the sheep were run in open (unfenced) country. 

Sheepskins from the sheep slaughtered for their own consumption were dried and semi pre-

served by being painted with an arsenic solution.  When sufficient numbers had been saved, 

they would be tied into a bale and sent off to a fellmonger in Fremantle.  In 1924, two bales of 

sheepskins totalling twenty six skins brought a total of 10pd 13s 8d, before freight was deduct-

ed.   

 

During those early years, Mrs. Lefroy Snr and her daughters spent many long stretches with the 

óboysô. They had many visitors who travelled out from Youanmi as well as from Mt. Magnet.  

Some of these were Doreen Wigglesworth, Mr and Mrs Elliott, Mrs. Thomson, Mr Harvey, Mr & 

Mrs Hepworth, Mr Crawford and Mr Preston, who drove around the station in his car.  The Bruce 

Flemming family were close friends, and in 1923 the Lefroy óboysô spent Christmas with them in 

Mt. Magnet.
